The course also devel ops essential learning behaviours, including asking for help appropriately, following step
by step instructions and explore safe behaviour online. Y ou will take part in short, structured activities designed
to strengthen your independence and confidence, while using digital technology at a pace that supports your
needs. By the end of the course, you will feel more confident using digital tools as part of your learning journey
and will have developed the foundational skills needed to progress to further digital or study related courses.
