During the course, you will learn how to take part in short conversations using familiar words and phrases, and
how to understand simple spoken information such as announcements, instructions and directions. Y ou will also
practise reading short texts, signs and everyday information, and writing ssmple words and phrases related to
familiar topics. The course also helps you develop useful strategies, such as asking someone to repeat or explain
something when you do not understand.
